NOVEMBER 18, 2008

Pursuant to due call, and notice thereof, Mayor Perry called the council meeting to order, at 7:00 PM, in the council chambers, at city hall.

Consent Agenda: Friese made the motion, seconded by Keane, to approve the consent agenda.  Approved 5-0-0.

Public Hearing-RollingView Utilities Project Assessment-

Mayor Perry opened the public hearing on Rollingview Utilities Project Assessments.

Jason Andrist stated he would like to have his assessments deferred until the summer of 2009.  He has no plans to hook up to city sewer at this time.

Jon Eickhoff reviewed with the council the method the county uses to calculate interest.

Andrist asked about the Agreement with the Baptist Church.  

Friese: Agreement with Baptist Church was given to realtor to pass on to respective buyers.  The church was of the understanding that all property owners would be under this agreement.   

City Attorney Vose stated that the agreement does not apply new property owners.

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Resolution 08-044-Certify delinquent Water/Sewer and other Miscellaneous bills to 2009 taxes.  Friese made the motion, seconded by Keane, to approve resolution 08-044 with the addition of the words: By State Statutes and City Code Section 3.04 Subd.8, the city has the power to certify these accounts to the County Auditor for collection with the city taxes.  Approved 5-0-0.

Ordinance 93, Second Series-

The owners of the Ruby Olsen Marital Trust have petitioned to annex 77.135 acres, located in Pine Island Township, annexed into the city.  The land is consistent with the city comprehensive plan and the city has received no objections to the annexation.  Lunde made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve Ordinance 93, Second Series.   Approved 5-0-0. 

Resolution 08-039-Revising the Budget for the year 2008-

A resolution authorizing the moving of funds which have an excess dollar amount, to funds which show a shortage.  Friese made the motion, seconded by Lunde to approve

Zumbro Valley Mutual Aid Association Agreement-Pine Island Fire Department-

This agreement is to make available equipment, personnel, and other resources to other area Fire Departments.  Keane made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve the Zumbro Valley Mutual Aid Agreement.  Approved 5-0-0.

Krause made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve the hiring of Karen Doll.

Public Input-

City Administrator Algadi informed the council that the PI Fire Department has donated $2,400 for Christmas Banners for Main Street.

Jon Marx was present to discuss the complaints the city has received about his outdoor burner.  Marx reviewed with the council modifications he will make to the system to try to alleviate the smoke problem.  

City Staff was instructed to draft an ordinance to regulate outdoor burners for review at the December meeting.

James Finstuen requested help from the council to enforce the Nuisance Ordinance relating to junk and other debris against his neighbor.

The city had sent a letter to the resident stating he has fifteen days to clean up his property but the resident has not complied.

Friese made the motion, seconded by Keane, to move forward with prosecution proceedings.  Approved 5-0-0.
