Mayor Perry opened the Public Hearing-City Code Violation 841 Balsam CT NE-

The resident at, 841 Balsam CT NE was served notice of violation to Pine Island City Code 10.42: Hazardous Conditions.  Located on the property is unlicensed vehicles, junk, and debris.  After much discussion with the property owner Lunde made the motion, seconded by Friese, to close the public hearing.  Approved 5-0-0.

Resolution 08-047-Ordering the Abatement of conditions creating a nuisance at 841 Balsam Court NE.

Lunde made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve resolution 08-047.

Resolution 08-045-2009 Budget Adoption-

Keane made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve resolution 08-045.

Resolution 08-046-Certify Final Tax Levy-

Lunde made the motion, seconded by Krause, to approve resolution 08-046.

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Ordinance 94 Second Series- prohibiting the installation of Outdoor Wood burning Stoves-

Currently two residents in the city own outdoor wood burning stoves.  City Staff has received complaints about the smoke emitted from the stove located at 100 Frontage Road NE.   

Keane made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve Ordinance 94 Second Series with the change to Section 10.33 Subd. 3. - Prohibition.  Subd 3- shall read -No Person shall install an outdoor wood-fired boiler as defined in the Section within the City of Pine Island.  In addition, the Utility Committee will meet with the two residents to find a solution to the smoke problem.  Approved 5-0-0.

Ordinance 95 Second Series-Flood Control Management-

Friese made the motion, seconded by Keane, to approve Ordinance 95 Second Series.

Approved 5-0-0.

Ordinance 96 Second Series-Designating the property located at 232 South Main Street as a Heritage Preservation Site.

Keane made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve Ordinance 96 Second Series.

Approved 5-0-0.

Community Growth Options Grant Contract Agreement between 1000 Friends of Minnesota and City of Pine Island-

The city received a $64,000 grant from Community Growth Options to assist local elected officials, staff, and citizens with development in their community.  Disbursement of funds will be in four installments ending in the year 2010.  

Keane made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve the Contract Agreement with Community Growth Options.  Approved 5-0-0. 

Health Insurance Proposal-

Krause made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve the new Health Insurance plan for city employees.  Approved 5-0-0.

Planning & Zoning Appointment-

Mayor Perry appointed Ryan Chartier to the Planning and Zoning Commission.   

Friese made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve the appointment of Chartier.

Approved 5-0-0.

Reject Truck Bids-

Because of the shortage to the LGA, city staff has rejected the bids for the Plow Truck.   

 Friese made the motion, seconded by Keane, to reject all bids.  Approved 5-0-0.
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Lunde made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve Business Licenses for 2009.

Approved 5-0-0.

Council member Krause stepped down from the council table.

Interim Use Permit-Allow Residential Use of a Commercial Building in a C-2 Zone District-

Chad Kanz applied for a five year IUP to allow him to continue to live above his business, located in a C-2 Highway Commercial District.    The Planning and Zoning Commission recommended to council approval for a period of one year, January 1, 2009, until December 31, 2009.

Resolution 08-048 –Granting Interim Use Permit-

Friese made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve the IUP allowing residential use until June 19, 2009.  Approved 3-1-0.  Aye: Perry, Keane, Friese   Nay: Lunde

Council member Krause returned to the council table.

City Engineer Craig Britton gave updates on:
