Consent Agenda: Krause made the motion, seconded by Weis, to approve the consent agenda.

Approved 5-0-0.

Resolution 09-014-Greater MN Interchange Fund Application-

Authorizing city staff to apply, for up to a $10 million, grant from the Greater Minnesota Interchange Program, for the interchange at Elk Run.  Weis made the motion, seconded by Strande, to approve resolution 09-014.  Approved 5-0-0.

Public Hearing: 

The resident, at 841 Balsam CT NE, is in violation of Ordinance 10.42 Hazardous Conditions. In December 2008, the council approved a resolution ordering the owners to remove all junk, refuse and debris from the driveway, and yard.  At the April 2009, council meeting, neighbors complained that more junk has been added.

Mayor Perry opened the public hearing on the abatement at 841 Balsam Court NE.

After much discussion with the resident Weis made the motion, seconded by Friese, to close the public hearing.  Approved 5-0-0. 

Resolution 09-015-Ordering Abatement at 841 Balsam Court NE-

Weis made the motion, seconded by Strande, to approve resolution 09-015, ordering abatement at 841 Balsam Court NE.  A copy of resolution 09-015, along with pictures of the subject property, must accompany the Abatement Affidavit.  Approved 5-0-0
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Resolution 09-017-Accept Second Phase Utilities Project Easements-

Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, to accept the easements for the Second Phase Utilities Project.  Approved 5-0-0.

Weis made the motion, seconded by Krause, to amend Item C by adding Utilities Extension Agreement.  Approved 5-0-0.

Utility Extension Agreement-

Friese made the motion, seconded by Strande to approve the Utility Extension Agreement contingent that all exhibits are attached.   Approved 5-0-0.

Resolution 09-016 Awarding of bid for Elk Run Bioscience Utility Loop-

Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, to award the bid to Enebak Construction with a bid of $1,560,132.53 contingent on execution of the Utility Extension Agreement with the developer.  Approved 5-0-0.

Resolution 09-013-Authorizing Signatories for the Pine Island Bank-

Weis made the motion, seconded by Strande, to approve resolution 09-013.

Approved 5-0-0.

American Legion Dance Permit-Cheesefest-

Krause made the motion, seconded by Strande, to approve the dance permit contingent the Legion keep security personnel on the premise until all patrons have left.

Request for Council Action-Ridgeway Estates TIF 1-9-

On August 19, 2008, TIF District 1-9 was decertified under the belief that the property was sold.  City Administrator Algadi requests City Council give direction to our bond attorney for the re-certification of the TIF District.   

Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, giving Kennedy & Graven direction to contact the Goodhue County Auditor to request re-certification of the TIF District.

Approved 5-0-0.

Jeanne Acker-Library Director Resignation-

Krause made the motion, seconded by Weis, to accept the resignation of Jeanne Acker on August 31, 2009.  Approved 5-0-0.
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City Engineer Craig Britton gave updates on the following:

· Water Main at Main Street Bridge-Completed

· Sewer/Water Extension to Elk Run Project Update-A-1 Excavating

· Second Phase Elk Run Utilities Project Start Date

Carl Krause submitted a letter, to the city, requesting posts and electrical equipment from the city sign that was removed from property he is purchasing from Darrel Miller.
