Pine Island Interchange at Elk Run-

Terry Ward Project Manager from MNDOT gave a handout to council and answered questions on the status of the interchange.

Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, to approve resolution 09-019.  Approved 4-0-0.

Resolution 09-020-Calling Public Hearing On The Proposed Business Subsidy To Elk Farm, LLC-

Friese made the motion, seconded by Krause, to approve resolution 09-021.

Resolution 09-022-Accepting Local Trail Connection Grant Program -

Authorizing city staff to accept the grant from Minnesota Department of Natural Resources and name Jon Eickhoff as the fiscal agent for the project.  Krause made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve resolution 09-022.  Approved 3-1-0.

Purchase Agreement-Rownd Property, LLC-

Weis made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve the purchase agreement between the City of Pine Island and Rownd Property, LLC to sell part of Block A for $10,000.00. Approved 4-0-0.

Resolution 09-023-Approving The Desertification of Tax Increment Financing District No. 1-7 -

Authorizing city staff to decertify the District as a tax increment district and to no longer remit tax increment from the District to the City.  Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, to approve resolution 09-023.  Approved 4-0-0.

City staff informed the council of the vacancy on the Planning and Zoning Commission.

City Engineer Neil Britton updated the council on the following:

· Sewer/Water extension to Elk Run Project

· Elk Run Bioscience Utility Loop Project

· Pay Request A-1 Excavating

· Pay Request Enebak Construction

Krause made the motion, seconded by Friese, to pay Estimate 7 to A-1 Excavating for $19,012.50.  Approved 4-0-0.

Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, to pay Estimate 1 to Enebak Construction for $546,277.83.  Approved 4-0-0.

Perry showed pieces of the pool that have been falling off and updated council on the condition of the pool.  

Public Input-

Harlen Pahl and Paul Perry attended a conference on Goodhue County Land Use.  

Carl Murray wanted to know why there are not more stop signs on the north end of town to control traffic.  Pat Walters would like to see sidewalks on that end of town.  The Mayor commented that when the City reconstructs the roads on the north end of town that issue would be resolved.

Megan Park questioned if Resolution 09-020 would be available for the public to review before the meeting on September 15, 2009.
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Jim Walters wanted to know if the Post Bulletin article was correct when it said the City has put $1 million into the Elk Run project.  The Mayor assured him that the article was incorrect; the City has not spent that on Elk Run.

Wade Bluemer asked who would be doing the construction work at Elk Run.  Would union workers be hired or nonunion workers?  He was informed that the City has no control of who would be hired by contractors.

Claims-

Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, to approve June 2009 claims.

Approved 4-0-0.

There being no further business, Friese made the motion, seconded by Weis, to adjourn the meeting at 8:35 PM.  Approved 4-0-0.
