Consent Agenda: Friese made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve the consent agenda.  Approved 5-0-0.

Resolution 08-032-Approving Plans and Specifications and ordering improvements for the Utility Extension to Rolling View Acres Subdivision.

Keane made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve resolution 08-032.  Council member Krause stated as long as the City Attorney approves the resolution.

Approved 5-0-0.

Ordinance 91 Second Series-Rezoning Property owned by subsidiaries of Tower Investments, Inc. from Agriculture to Industrial.  The Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approval.  Friese made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve Ordinance 91 Second Series.  Approved 5-0-0.

Resolution 08-034- Authorization to file Trail Grant Application for funding from MN Department of Natural Resources. 

Krause made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve resolution 08-034.  

Approved 5-0-0. 

Dance Permits and Outdoor Concert Regulations-

City staff has received many complaints about the noise from outdoor concerts at the Legion and PI Sports Bar. Goodhue County Deputy Nick Novak stated that the current noise ordinance is too vague which makes it hard for the department to enforce. Council instructed staff to meet with the establishments to discuss the problem.
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Wellhead Protection Program Work Plan-

Keane made the motion, seconded by Krause, to approve the work plan.  Approved 5-0-0.

Waste Management-Recycling Program-

Margo Underwood and Dana Sullivan of Waste Management presented the new single sort-recycling program.  Currently Waste Management customers are using small recycling bins and sorting their recycling, with the switch to single sort recycling customers will receive a larger tote on wheels, and all recycling can be mixed together.  

The company plans to phase in single sort recycling during the first quarter of 2009.

Schedule Special Meeting to Certify Election Results-

Krause made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to schedule the special meeting on Wednesday, November 5, 2008, 6:00 PM.  Approved 5-0-0.

City Engineer Craig Britton gave updates on the following projects- Water Main, Main Street Repair, Sewer/Water Extension to Elk Run, and 2008 Street Maintenance Project.

Resolution 08-035-Request from Arcon Construction to reduce retainer, for the 2007 Main Street Project, from 5%-$87,205.37 to 1%-$17,441.07.

Krause made the motion, seconded by Friese, to approve the reduction of the retainer.

Approved 5-0-0.

Sewer/Water Extension Pay Request #2, in the amount of $234,784.34 to A-1 Excavating.  Friese made the motion, seconded by Keane, to approve the pay request.

Approved 5-0-0.

2008 Street Maintenance Project Pay Request #1, in the amount of $44,572.58 to Road Constructors.  Krause made the motion, seconded by Lunde, to approve the pay request.

Approved 5-0-0.

Public Input-

Council member Lunde asked if the “No overnight parking” signs for Main Street have been ordered.

Council member Krause shared with council the design for the Christmas banners that will hang from the new light poles.  Cost estimate on banners is $2,275.50.  City staff is looking into the bracket design for the banners.  

Kenny Markham had questions regarding the EDA.

Claims-Friese made the motion, seconded by Keane, to approve the September claims.

Approved 5-0-0.
