Greetings from Mayor Paul Perry:
Dear Resident, 

The City of Pine Island contracts with the Sheriff for police coverage rather than hire our own police officers.  This decision was made because the City believes we will be getting quality service at less cost.  The council does give up some control by contracting with the County Sheriff but in return, management is done by a professional law enforcement organization.

Currently the City contracts for 16 hours per-day of enhanced police coverage.  These are the number of hours a Sheriff’s Deputy will be in town.  The City will still be covered by the Sheriff’s Office Patrol Deputies during “off hours” of our contract.   It is important to realize that police protection is more than just patrolling to catch someone in the act.  True policing means involvement in the community and determining the problems and needs of our community.  We believe that with dedicated service from the Sheriff’s Office we will have that.

I hope you will give both the Sheriff and the City Council your input on the success and challenges of our local policing contract.
